If you've walked to the T-junction with clift Lane (Poorend)
you've walked too far!
Once at the beginning of FP 24, walk through the double gates,
continuing straight ahead and through the gate opposite you.
Please ensure that all gates are securely shut behind you.
Now, turn left and up the short, steep climb
‘ ahead of you to continue straight ahead and alongside
¥ the hedge that should be on you left. Eventually at the end
of this field/hedge you will reach a stile over which you
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should climb. To your left is a short, grassey lane which
leads you onto School Lane

Once over the stile to
follow the path of FP 24, walk down across

the field, passing a water trough on your left and
alongside the hedge on your left. Shortly you will
reach a gap in a hedge infront of you, of which you
should continue to walk through. The hedge on your left now
ends and is replaced by a wire fence. From here if

you look to your left you might be able to see

the Church, Post Office and Railway Bridge.
—Ahead of you is a stile over which you should
climb finding yourself in a wooded area with a
river and a bridge.
